My Philosophy on Education

“The function of education is to teach one to think intensively and to think critically, intelligence plus character- that is the goal of true education” (Martin Luther King, Jr.). Teachers are given the gifts of influence and leadership. As an inspiring elementary teacher, I will engage my students in learning by building their character allowing them to feel confident by imparting encouragement. I will teach students that learning can be enjoyable and mix tasks and assessments with innovation and fun; I will teach my students that success is achievable for anyone. Every person has the ability to go beyond their expectations by allowing their minds to expand by learning essential life principals. Let’s not forget the most simple life principle of all: “you can do anything you’re put your mind to” (Anonymous). 


A genuine teacher is someone who makes their work a part of their everyday lives, someone who feels gratification after seeing a student’s understanding and awareness “click” when that student has been struggling to grasp an idea or concept. I will be a teacher who embraces cultural, social and learning style differences and teaches students that their greatest weakness can be their most valuable tool by applying effort and perseverance. John Dewey was an active instrumentalism; believed that schools should teach children not what to think but how to think through. The pragmatic approach to teaching students how to solve problems and think through questions is my philosophy of education. 

Allowing time during a school period to think and reflect is essential for understanding what the mind is trying to grasp. Education in my classroom will be student focused on how students assimilate the knowledge being taught. I will be a teacher who trains students to deliberate information and ideas. By understanding my students’ behaviors, morals and values by listening to parents’ concerns and demands. I will discover how to help them think about and think through ideas. I believe strongly in group work; therefore, I will be a teacher who has a class arranged in pairs and small groups of four or five. Learning to work, as a team is an important life skill that every student should acquire. Students are more likely to accomplish what they put their minds to when they listen and share ideas and information in order to learn. Students also practice mutual respectful and social skills to classmate and adults when they work together. 

The School should provide necessary materials to engage students in learning. The school and administrators should also be involved in the student’s life through meetings with parent’s that highlight not only that the teacher cares about the student’s future but also that the school does as well. I will be a teacher who acknowledges parents’ concerns and employs educational units in my classroom to help meet the goals of the school as well as students and parents. Implementing the school curriculum into personal life demonstrates a teacher’s commitment and dedication. I will be a teacher who accepts the curriculum and makes it my own by imparting examples of personal life experiences and historical eras that have and are taking place with in the Untied States. 

I will be a teacher who attends to every child’s needs and encourages their strengths.
